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This Wednesday evening as I was 
teaching our prayer group, I 
realized that I was two days away 
from the twenty-fifth anniversary 
of the day I became a Christian. It 
is hard to believe that 25 years 
have come and gone since that 
night that changed my life.  

I can look back and see seasons 
in which there was tremendous 
personal growth, times where 
God allowed me to play 
significant roles in the salvation 
and spiritual growth of others, 
and t imes where difficult 
decisions had to be made that 
were not easy, but necessary. 
Times like those are cherished 
times; seasons that I cannot put a 
value on and things I wouldn’t 
trade for anything. I thank God 
for all of these God moments in 
my life. 

As I think back over a quarter 
century I am also challenged to 
think about the less than fabulous 
times. I wish it were not so, but 
there have been times of personal 
struggle, seasons of apathy, and 
missed opportunities to be used 
by God to make a difference in 
the lives of others. When I think 
about such times, I wish there 

were a rewind button on life.  

Tragically, there is “do over”. I 
cannot go back and undo the 
mistakes. I can’t recapture the 
missed opportunities. I cannot 
undue the damage. 

You may have been a Christian 
less time than I. You may have 
been walking with God much 
longer. Regardless of how long 
your journey has been so far, I 
think you also can relate to both 
the good and the bad that I have 
experienced.  

We don’t want to get prideful of 
the God moments in our lives. 
After all why would we get proud 
about what God has done in or 
through us? They are His works 
and He deserves the praise for 
them. Likewise, we don’t want to 
allow our less than fabulous times 
to defeat and discourage us. We 
cannot fix the past, but we can 
learn from it. We cannot do it 
over, but we can do it better then 
next time. 

The Apostle Paul had both great 
times and less than fabulous 
times. In Philippians 3:13b-14 he 
wrote, “But one thing I do: 

Forgetting what is behind and 
straining toward what is ahead, 
14 I press on toward the goal to 
win the prize for which God has 
called me heavenward in Christ 
Jesus.” His ultimate goal was 
stated in verse 10 which says, “ I 
want to know Christ and the 
power of his resurrection and 
the fellowship of sharing in his 
sufferings, becoming like him 
in his death.” He was thankful 
for his times of spiritual victory. 
He was humbled by his times of 
weakness and defeat. More than 
both of these things, he was 
intent on knowing God and His 
will for his life. I trust you are 
the same way. 

What are the things in life that 
you need to let go of? Perhaps 
it’s guilt over past failures. 
Perhaps it’s pride over past 
victories. Without regard for 
your age and without exception, 
God desires for you to know 
Him more personally and to use 
you as part of His redemptive 
work in human history. Are you 
ready?
